They are
surprisingly comfortable, and can be washed up to three times in
a mesh bag...air dry. Assembly volunteers pick up a mask kit of
materials for 25 and then return the finished set at Christine's
Schirtzinger's porch at 3448 Dover Hill Ct, St Charles, anytime
between 9am and 9pm.
