Yes, you can raise a monarch 

butterfly in your home. It’s easy and fun. Kevin and Linda O’Neill have raised 

many monarchs and they will help explain how you can too. Just last week 

they found a monarch egg on UUSG’s property. They will document this baby 

butterfly’s journey in a weekly column entitled, “UUSG’s Monarch Diary.” In 

addition, they will provide an egg and butterfly cage to anyone who wants to 

try to raise a monarch.
